First we must download the free software from the Microsoft Site.

1. Log on to www.microsoft.com
2. In the box at the top right click on “Download & Trials”.

3. In the new screen click on “”Download Center”.

4. At the left, under “Download Categories”, click on “Windows Media”.

5. Now click on “Photo Story 3 for Windows”

6. Click on “Continue” at the top of the Yellow box.  Microsoft will now check to see if you have a valid copy of windows.
7. Finally we click on “Download”.  The process starts.

8. A shortcut will be placed on your Desktop.

If asked if you want to “Run” or “Save” the software, choose “Run” every time.  Eventfully The software will be downloaded and saved on your hard drive.  It should take about 15 minutes if you are using “dialup”, much less if you are using high speed connections.

Windows Media Player 10, or later
Direct X

A microphone if you want to record narration.

The slide shows produced will look like videos.   

Captions may be added to each slide.

Voice notation may be added.

Music may be added.

After you have downloaded PS3, open it and click on “Help”.
(1) Scroll down and print “Importing and arranging your pictures”.  (8 pages)

(2) Follow the directions on these pages and create your first slide show containing about a dozen slides.

(3) Save this show.

You may, if you wish to add voice and/or music, print the rest of the information highlighted in blue on the opening page of “Help”.  
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
